Anonymous Farm Critical Control Points

1. Water
Water is from the municipal water system therefore should be potable and clean. 
Follow municipal guidelines in case of any reported water contamination.

2. Compliance with RAWMI Common Standards 

If bacteria results rise above the RAWMI Common Standards 
possible causes will be investigated and actions taken including but not limited to:
1. check each cow for udder health
1. do a thorough cleaning and inspection of equipment
1. monitor milking procedures for possible means of contamination
1. request that a RAWMI trained person observe/scrutinize our milking and cleaning procedures
1. retest as soon as possible after remedial actions have been taken 
If a pathogen is detected
1. milk will be discarded until a retest shows the problem has been resolved
1. Customers who may still be in possession of milk will be contacted and asked to stop drinking and to discard it
NOTE: If bacterial levels rise significantly above our norms, even if they are still within RAWMI accepted standards, a thorough cleaning and inspection of equipment will be performed, milking procedures will be reviewed for possible means of contamination and cultures monitored for trends. We may retest milk sooner than in 4 weeks.
